Redeem tickets/tokens for prizes.

Town Crier:
Be an enthusiastic, outgoing (and loud!) cheerleader for activities going on in your assigned area (i.e. a stage, the joust field, etc.)

Merchandise Booth:
Hawk wares! Move T-Shirts and posters by being an enthusiastic salesperson.

Information/“Security”
No guns or badges needed — just people to keep an eye on things, answer questions, provide directions and report problems (e.g.
transportation requests, medical needs, etc). Look for confused people and help them find what they need!
